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What is a Level I Trauma Center? 
When the new St. John Health hospital in Novi opens next year, it will feature a state-of-the-art Emergency 

Department that’s designed to function as a Level I Trauma Center.  But what exactly does that mean?

When the new St. John 
Health hospital in Novi 
opens in July of 2008, it 
will feature a state-of-the-
art Emergency Department 
that’s designed to function 
as a Level I Trauma Center. 
But what exactly does 
that mean?

The American College of 
Surgeons (ACS) Committee 
on Trauma is responsible 
for creating guidelines for 

optimizing trauma care in 
the United States, and for 
verifying that emergency 
centers meet those guide-
lines. Level I is the highest 
classification a trauma center 
can receive. It means that 
the trauma center is fully 
equipped and staffed to care 
for the most serious traumas 
and that the center can serve 
as a comprehensive regional 
resource for trauma care.

A Level I Trauma Center is 
required to have 24-hour, 
in-house coverage by general 
surgeons, and promptly avail-
able specialty care, such as 
orthopedics, neurosurgery, 
anesthesiology, emergency, 
radiology, internal medicine 
and critical care. In addition, 
it has research and medical 
education programs, as 
well as preventive and 
outreach programs.

The ACS requires that a 
hospital must be operational 
for one year before applying 
for Level I accreditation, so 
the Novi hospital will not 
be eligible until sometime in 
2009. Although it cannot yet 
be so designated, the hospital 
will have the functionality 
of a Level I Trauma Center. 
Only four other southeast 
Michigan hospitals have 
this designation.  

A Level I Trauma Center is required to have 24-hour, in-house coverage by general surgeons, and promptly available specialty care, such as orthopedics, 

neurosurgery, anesthesiology, emergency, radiology, internal medicine and critical care.  In addition, it has research and medical education programs, as 

well as preventive and outreach programs.

EMERGENCY DEPARTMENT.  
designed to function 
eventually as a Level I 
Trauma Center. (See related 
feature, p. 4.)  With 45 
individual treatment rooms 
and a 12-bed clinical 
decision unit, the ED will 
accommodate 60,000 
patient visits per year.

PEDIATRICS. A 10-bed 
pediatric unit and dedicated 
pediatric emergency service 
will be located in a highly 
secure area near the 
Emergency Department. 

IMAGING SERVICES. Our 
preeminent centralized 
imaging center will feature 
state-of-the-art imaging 
technologies – advanced 
MRI, CT, PET, mammogra-
phy and ultrasound – in a 
fully integrated digital 
imaging service.

CARDIOVASCULAR CARE. 
The new hospital’s cardiac 
center of excellence will 
provide advanced heart 
and vascular care, including 
minimally invasive car-
diac catheterization, stent 
replacement, implantation, 
and a comprehensive car-
diac rehabilitation program.

CANCER CARE. Building 
upon the innovative 
therapies and advanced 
technologies available at 
the Assarian Cancer Center 
(a joint effort with the 
University of Michigan 
Cancer Center Network), 
the Novi hospital will be 
considered a leading 
resource in cancer treatment.    

NEUROSCIENCES INSTITUTE. 
Our  Neurosciences Institute 
will include such specialties 
as neurology, neurosurgery, 
the Craniofacial Institute 
for Reconstructive Surgery, 
and the Michigan Ear 
Institute. Our world- 
renowned physicians 
and staff will perform 
sophisticated procedures 
such as cochlear implant 
surgery and endoscopic 
skull base surgery.

ORTHOPEDICS.  The hospital 
will offer a state-of-the-art 
joint replacement program 
and fracture care on our 
dedicated Orthopedics 
Unit.  In addition, the 
campus will include a 
65,000-square-foot

 

Orthopedic Center, with 
Ambulatory Surgical 
Center, that will offer 
orthopedic hand, podiatry, 
sports medicine and pain 
control services.

WOMEN’S AND INFANTS’ 
HEALTH.  The entire third 
floor of the hospital will be 
a dedicated Women’s and 
Infants’ Health Center that 
will provide the most 
comprehensive health care 
for women and newborns.  
A Family Birthing Center 
will include 27 Labor/ 
Delivery/Recovery/Postpar-
tum (LDRP) rooms with 
sleeping areas for spouses 
and families; a well-baby 
nursery; Special Care 
Nursery (SCN); gynecology 
unit; and ante-partum and 
observation rooms.
