How does
The Spine Center work?

In one easy phone call, we will complete a
detailed medical history and an assessment of
your neck, back or spine pain. We will send all
of your information, including films, to one of
our surgeons, who will complete a thorough
review and recommend an appropriate plan of
action.

You can choose your own surgeon. If you don’t
have a preference, we will choose the surgeon
who will be best for your particular situation.

Once we receive all your information, the
review process will take approximately three
days. As soon as we receive the surgeon’s
recommendations, our office will contact you to
review them with you. The surgeon may ask to
see you immediately or he may prescribe
diagnostic imaging or physical therapy prior to
your office visit. We will assist you in scheduling
quick, convenient appointments.
