A special thanks goes to Bal Gupta, MD, Chief of Behavioral Medicine, for his 
assistance with the fundraising campaign. His dedication and hard work are 
much appreciated.
   Patients coming to St. John Macomb Hospital’s Emergency department now 
experience greater effi ciency and privacy since the expansion and renovation was 
completed in 2005. The enhancements allow registration, triage, and nursing and 
physician evaluations to be performed simultaneously, improving speed of treat-
ment and patient satisfaction. The 10,000-square addition increased the Emer-
gency department in size by 60 percent.

   “Caring for patients is our top priority,” said Glen Clark, MD, 
Medical Director, Emergency department, SJMH. “The design of 
our renovated area enables us to streamline and expedite care while 
increasing patient privacy.”
   The Emergency department expansion includes:

•  Expedited care by simultaneously performing physician 
 evaluations, triage and registration.
•  Increased privacy with 47 treatment cubicles (expanded from 22 treatment 
 and eight express cubicles). All of the new treatment areas have walls on three  
 sides, instead of curtains between beds.  There are eight private rooms with doors. 
•  Larger treatment rooms to accommodate patient and a family member. Phones  
 are present in all of the new rooms for patient convenience.
•  Separate ambulance entrance away from the walk-in entry.
•  A two-bed trauma room.
•  Decontamination room with multiple shower heads (for hazardous materials  
 situations) and a 1,500-gallon holding tank.
•  Spacious, comfortable waiting area with a special children’s play area.
